Product Quality in Skirtec is achieved by ensuring all materials are placed through a disciplined 
culture of compliance with manufacturing tolerance settings, processing to established standards and 
final stage checking, cleaning and appropriate packaging.  

 

All Skirtec stock locations operate under the same commitment to service and quality.  

 

The following images show the journey that all products in Skirtec take.   This short presentation is 
intended to only give a very brief presentation on a couple of items.  

 

The first four images show stage one tests on tolerance, shape and form of cover and base.   All 
items are tested for flatness, straightness, standard of powder coating or anodising finish and 
accuracy of cuts.   Gauges are used to ensure critical features are compliant with tolerance settings.  
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After initial testing, ‘raw lengths’ of product is passed through a cutting facility shown below.   The first 
two images show product (cover sections in this presentation) being fed into an ‘up-cut’ saw.

The up-cut saw, together with a system of blowers, vacuums and brushes, ensures perfect 90 degree 
cuts to product and first stage cleaning of items that pass the cutting stage.   The image below, on the 
right, shows product being sent down a slide to the next stage of processing. 
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At the packaging point 
of the cutting process, 
all items are given a 
final check for quality, 
final clean and 
packaged in a 
standard format using 
purpose designed 
cartons.  

The quality check, 
cutting and packaging 
process has been 
designed as a 
continuous cycle to 
ensure finished 
product is moved into 
a packaged condition 
as quickly as possible. 
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Standard packaging methods used in Skirtec are consistently applied to minimise damage to product 
during storage and handling, whilst on freight or during transportation and usage by customers on 
site.  

 

All product has purpose designed packaging based on the properties of the item.   The following few 
images show a few examples of standard packaging and pack quantities. 

 

Cover, shown in the left image is always bundled, interwoven with finished surfaces turned inwards, 
and sealed in a carton.   Base sections (right) are bundled and have an end cap to protect the sharp 
edges (in certain product groups the base is not colour treated and therefore does not need to be 
carton protected).    
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Components are also packaged up in standard formats.
